ICNM GBM Minutes

The ICNM Executive Body Meeting held on Friday, 4th Dec. 2009 in Hall-B during SNMICON-2009 at Birla Auditorium, Jaipur.

Following members and fellows attended the meeting:

Dr. C.S. Bal, Secretary and Dr. Rakesh, Treasure of ICNM did not attend the meeting. 
Dr. P.S. Soni, Dean ICNM informed that the Secretary was reminded four times to send the annual report of ICNM to be presented in the Annual General Body meeting of SNMI. However, he did not respond to the request of the Dean, ICNM.  In his absence, Dean apprised the Governing Council members about the activities of the ICNM in the year 2009 and read the Audit report of ICNM account and requested Dr Anshu Rajnish Sharma to note the proceedings of the meeting.

Dean informed the executive body about the inability of Dr C.S. Bal and Dr. Rakesh K. Phulia to continue as Secretary and Treasurer, respectively.  He tried to pursue both of them to continue serving the ICNM for at least one more year but in vain. The Governing Body thanked both of them for their valuable contributions for the ICNM and accepted their resignations. 
Dean apprised the general body about the constitutional crisis of non availability of fellows to serve as Executive Body or Governing Council members and explained that member of ICNM can’t become secretary of ICNM as per constitution. Prof BR Mittal President Elect, SNMI proposed the amendment in the rules where only fellows can serve on governing Council and suggested to include members of ICNM with at least five years of membership of ICNM. However, it was unanimously agreed that a person with a minimum of two years ICNM membership should be allowed to be considered for the post of Secretary /Jt. Secretary/Treasurer. No change in the eligibility criteria for the post of Dean/Vice dean should be allowed. After a lot of deliberations, general body of ICNM approved the resolution and requested Dean, ICNM to present the same to the General Body Meeting (SNMI), as a special agenda, for its approval.  


The name of Dr. Baljinder Singh (MICNM), Additional Professor, Department of Nuclear Medicine at PGIMER, Chandigarh was proposed by Prof. Malhotra, (Fellow –ICNM and Prof. & Head, Nuclear Medicine at AIIMS, Delhi) and seconded by Dr. Anshu from TMH, Mumbai. The name of Dr. Anshu Sharma, Consultant, Nuclear Medicine at TMH, Mumbai was proposed for the post of Jt. Secretary-cum -Treasurer by Prof. BR Mittal (Fellow-ICNM and Prof & Head, Nuclear Medicine at PGIMER, Chandigarh), and seconded by Dr. Mridula Mishra from Kolkata.
Further it was decided to relax the condition of two fellows to one fellow for proposing the ICNM membership application. However, no change was sought for applying to ICNM fellowship. Dean was authorized to present this change in the constitution at the AGBM of SNM, India for discussion and approval.
Both the agenda items i.e. relaxation in the eligibility criteria for becoming the Secretary-ICNM and the nominations of Dr. Baljinder Singh as secretary and the Dr. Anhsu as the Jt. Secretary-cum-Treasurer as decided by the Governing body-ICNM were placed before the General Body Meeting (SNMI) that was held on 5th December, 2009 at Jaipur and was duly approved by the house. The term of the secretary (Dr. Baljinder Singh) and the Jt. Secretary-cum- Treasurer (Dr. Anshu) shall be for an interim period till current Governing Council’s term (another one year). 
The relaxation in the condition of two fellows to one fellow for proposing the ICNM membership application was also approved by the house.
Dean informed about ICNM activities of this year. Four seminars were held under the banner of ICNM
1. Indo-German Seminar on Thyroid Cancer Management on 23rd June at AIIMS organised by Prof. C.S. Bal, AIIMS
2. CME at Bhubaneswar on 23rd. August, 2009 organised by Dr. B.K. Das 

3. ICNM Seminar on Basic Physics Instrumentation & Nephro-Urology on 30th August, 2009 organized by Dr Baljinder Singh & Prof. BR Mittal 

4. ICNM Seminar on “Recent Advances in Nuclear Medicine” on 18th October, 2009 held at Chandigarh organized by Dr. Baljinder Singh, PGI, Chandigarh
Audit report was read by Dean himself. A Fixed Deposit of Rs One Lac was made from the surplus money lying in the saving account.  Dr. Bal has given a cheque of Rs 50000/- through recent activity of ICNM conducted at AIIMS. Governing Council appreciated and thanked Prof Bal for the efforts in raising funds for the corpus of ICNM.
The Dean Informed to the members that, towards the expenditure Rs 5,000/- (travel grant to the faculty member) was committed to conduct CME at Bhubaneswar and Rs 10,000/- to conduct Seminar at PGI, Chandigarh and the same will be paid shortly. 

Members felt that there should be guidelines and protocols for conducting CME activity under the banner of ICNM. There should be annual calendar of ICNM activity approved by Governing Council.  Dr K Kumaresan was assigned the responsibility to prepare the guidelines for conducting CME under ICNM, for which he agreed. In this regard, Dr. B.K. Das suggested that two sets of guidelines are to be formulated: one for association/ support of ICNM in academic programs organised by individuals or organisations and the other for ICNM's own CME programs for which financial support has to come from its own resources.
Dr. B.K. Das also pointed out that during his tenure as a Dean of ICNM, a fund was created specifically to support faculty travel to deliver lectures at meetings organised by individuals or organisations particularly in remote areas to raise awareness about Nuclear Medicine among the practicing physicians.
Dr K Kumarsan requested the ICNM to provide faculty support for infield nuclear medicine teaching training. 

Dr Kumaresan also requested ICNM to organize RSO training course for those appearing RSO examination. Governing council agreed to organize this activity.

Dean also informed that IAEA- On-line Distance Assisted Training program to organize under the banner of ICNM/SNMI. GB welcome the opportunity and given its approval to go ahead with this program.
Dean informed about election of two new members of ICNM this year given below:
a) Dr Pankaj Tandon, SO(F), AERB, Mumbai
b) Dr Anish Bhattacharya, Assoc. Professor, PGI, Chandigarh.
General body requested all present during the meeting to encourage the induction of new members of ICNM since there are many vacancies of membership are available. 
Dr Kumaresan proposed the lump sum travel grant of Rs10,000/ per year for the Dean, ICNM and General Body of ICNM accepted the same. The same was approved by the general body of the SNM, India also.
At the end, Dean - ICNM thanked the GB of ICNM for their continuing support and meeting was concluded.
